Rotate the Channel Nut as shown and lower the ladder M6 x 16mm Flat Washer/
slide onto the crossbar so the Channel Nut sits within the |
bar.

Tighten the Bolt and make sure that the Channel Nut has
rotated under the lip of the cross bar as detailed below.

Cut the buffer strip to the right size and replace in the Ladder Slide
crossbar. The buffer strip should sit up against the ladder
slide on both sides.
